3. Redemption

What about those with gender dysphoria?
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I know many people who are navigating gender identity concerns who love Jesus and are 
desperately seeking to honour him. I think it would be a mistake to see these individuals as 
rebellious (as a group) or as projects. Some do identify as transgender or use others 
labels or ways of naming their reality, and I would like the church to provide a supportive 
environment for them as they navigate this difficult terrain. Rather than reject the person 
facing such conflicts, the Christian community would do well to recognise the conflict and 
try to work with the person to find the least invasive ways to manage the gender identity 
concerns’ .[6]
